RULES OF THE ROAD

1 Students will not use drugs, drink alcoholic beverages, or possess
either, under any circumstances. Anyone found not obeying these
rules will be sent home immediately, and disciplinary measures will
be taken by the administration.

2 Students going on the trip must go on the buses. They may not reach
the destination by any other means.

3 Students will be held responsible for any damage they cause at any time
during the trip.

4 Once the destination is reached, students will not be permitted to leave
the premises.

5 Students are to follow the itinerary of scheduled events.

6 Students are expected to use appropriate language, common sense, and

discretion at all times. They must be respectful and courteous to
chaperones, bus drivers, fellow tourists, and employees of the place of
destination. Remember, you represent West Windsor-Plainsboro
School District and your families.

7 Students are expected to be in their rooms at bed check. Also, no one,
under any circumstances is to leave the room after bed check. In an
emergency during the night students are to call their chaperones or the
front desk. The appropriate staff member will go to the student’s room.

8 NO GIRLS IN BOYS ROOMS, NO BOYS IN GIRLS ROOMS
AFTER CURFEW.

9 Please be early for any departure time. To be late is simply bad
manners. Don’t be inconsiderate of others with your tardiness.

10 Please be sure that your luggage, and any other valuable equipment
has your name clearly written in an obvious place. It is your property,
you are responsible for it.

11 Do not add outside calls to the hotel bill. If you must make an outside
phone call, use the pay phone in the lobby.

12 Do not move or relocate the furniture in the rooms.

13 A serious infraction of any of the rules will result in the student
being sent home immediately.

14 Do not take articles from the room. If anything is missing after
check-out, the entire room will be held responsible.

15 Always double check to make sure your room is locked before you leave.
Also, please make sure you have your key.

16 In the morning, make sure you bring everything you will need for the
day, unless otherwise advised. (Cameras, coats, etc.)

17 Any Student suspended for any infraction between now and the trip
may forfeit their privilege to attend the trip.
